Hospital Los Angeles. Chris
Albrecht, chairman and CEO of
HBO and co-chair of the New
Hospital Building Campaign, sent
amoving videotaped greeting.

Walter W. Noce, Jr., chief executive
officer of Childrens Hospital, called
the groundbreaking “...one of the
most significant milestones in our
history”

“This groundbreaking repre-
sents the dawn of a new era for

Childrens Hospital,” Mr. Noce said.
“And it represents a renewed com-
mitment to the children and fam-
ilies of Los Angeles, the surrounding
counties, and children everywhere.”

The program began with a spe-
cial singing performance of “You
Are My Sunshine” by children from
the hospital’s award-winning Child
Development Center. The cere-
mony also included presentations
by faculty members, former patient
Amy Dilbeck and several local
elected officials: State Assemblyman
Paul Koretz, Los Angeles County
Supervisor Zev Yaroslavsky, Los
Angeles City Council President
Alex Padilla and Los Angeles City
Councilmember Eric Garcetti. In
addition, Los Angeles Mayor-elect
Antonio Villaraigosa sent a con-
gratulatory statement, which was
read to the more than 300 donors,
volunteers, staff members and dis-
tinguished guests in attendance.

Scheduled for completion in
2008, the state-of-the-art, 460,000-
square-foot New Hospital Building
will be the finest medical and sur-
gical environment for seriously ill
and injured children in the United
States. It also will be a model family-
centered care environment and
meet the state’s stringent new seis-
mic standards.

Mr. Rose stressed that the New
Hospital Building will benefit chil-
dren not just in Los Angeles, but

also throughout Southern California,
the nation and the world.

“Childrens Hospital provides
the very best care available any-
where, regardless of the family’s
financial means,” he explained.

Former patient Amy Dilbeck,
25, provided a moving account of
being diagnosed as a teenager with
osteosarcoma, a form of bone cancer,
undergoing months of treatment
at Childrens Hospital. Today, she
is healthy and cancer-free. She has

experience.

A FAMILY LEGACY

Tom Duque donates life insurance
policy to Childrens Hospital

om Duque has fond memories of spending Saturdays

with his grandmother, the late Mary Duque, in her office

at Childrens Hospital Los Angeles. “I remember the
gift shop very well because my grandmother’s office was
adjacent to it,” recalls Mr. Duque. “I was maybe eight or nine
years old, but I could tell that this hospital was a real source
of pride for her. And I was very proud of her!”

Mr. Duque’s recent life insurance gift of $100,000 to
Childrens Hospital is a reflection of his family’s long-stand-
ing relationship with the prestigious pediatric medical facil-
ity. Mary Duque served on the hospital’s board for four
decades, as vice president for nearly 20 years, then as presi-
dent from 1970 until her death in 1990. She was instrumental
in expanding the Associate and Affiliate groups, a dynamic
volunteer force that raises vital funds for the hospital.

In addition to Mary Duque’s involvement with the hos-
pital, as well as the contributions of many other family mem-
bers, the family has experienced the pediatric facility’s
world-class care first-hand. Mr. Duque’s younger brother,
Mark, was diagnosed with leukemia at the age of 15 and was
treated by Stuart E. Siegel, MD, director of the Childrens
Center for Cancer and Blood Diseases, head of the Division
of Hematology/Oncology and professor and vice chair of
pediatrics at the Keck School of Medicine of the University
of Southern California.

“My brother is 43 now, living in Phoenix, but he still keeps
in touch with Dr. Siegel and has annual follow-up visits with
him. He might be Dr. Siegel’s oldest patient,” says Mr. Duque.

Having grown up in a family that valued community
service, Mr. Duque also volunteers for Catholic Big Brothers
Big Sisters, serving as a Big Brother to a 10-year-old boy who
lives with his single mother and younger sister. The two meet
every three weeks and enjoy a variety of activities together such
as watching baseball games, bowling, hiking, shooting bas-
kets and doing homework.

Mr. Duque, who is a third-generation Los Angeles attor-
ney, says that making a life insurance gift to the hospital that
has played such a big part in his family’s life seems natural.
In addition to naming the hospital as the beneficiary of the
policy, he will continue to pay the annual premium on the policy,
which could potentially mean a much higher future policy
value. Mr. Duque is thankful to longtime family friend David
Watts, associate vice president of gift planning at Childrens
Hospital, for his assistance with this gift.

“Thave lived in Los Angeles all my life. Childrens Hospital
is a very important part of this city, and I hope that they con-
tinue to provide exceptional care and be a source of hope
for all children,” says Mr. Duque. ®
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Endowments are financial gifts
designed to provide perpetual bene-
fit to Childrens Hospital Los Angeles.
Each year, only a portion of an
endowment fund’s value is used for
current needs of the hospital; the
balance remains invested for growth
and increased income. The donor
can specify the purposes for which
the endowment fund is to be used.

How to Help

Endowed funds are named in accor-
dance with the donor’s wishes and
may be established with a minimum
of $25,000 that can be paid over
several years, if desired. Donors
may choose to designate a portion
of their estate, the remainder of
their charitable trust, a charitable
gift annuity or life insurance policy
to create an endowment.
